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AUGUST 2 – WHY JESUS DIED 

 

 Jesus died on the cross for many reasons, but His focus was to bring us to 

the Father. He who knew no sin was made to be sin on our behalf, so that we might 

become the righteousness of God in Him. 

 

AUGUST 9 – THE SACRIFICE 

 

 Throughout all the ages, God has asked men to offer sacrifices for sin. In 

Christ, God himself offers up His Son Jesus upon a cross as a sacrifice. His body 

and blood were given so that we might be right with God. 

 

AUGUST 16 – ENDURING THE CROSS  

 

 How was Jesus able to endure the cross? What enabled Him to do the 

Father’s will and remain upon the cross until He died? If we can possess some of 

the same strengths Jesus had, we too can remain faithful in times of challenge. 

 

AUGUST 23 – SALVATION AND THE CROSS 

 

 Jesus Christ “gave Himself for our sins so that He might rescue us from this 

present evil age” (Galatians 1:4). We were rescued from the domain of darkness 

and transferred into the kingdom of God’s beloved Son (Colossians 1:13). 

 

AUGUST 30 – THE CALL OF THE CROSS 

 

 Jesus said, “And I, if I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all men to 

Myself.” (John 12:32).  The cross of Christ cries out to us all to come to Christ and 

take up our own crosses as we follow Him.
