SPOTLIGHT

Recently, I was privileged to travel to the island country
of the Bahamas in the North Caribbean. This multiple-island
country is located due east of Miami, FL a few hundred
miles. In the place I was staying, I had
looked through the television channels
and noticed one of the stations was News
Nation. So, Sunday morning at 7:00am
EST I turned on the television and was
greeted with the wonderful singing of the
SEARCH program and sound preaching
by Phil Sanders. It was such a blessing
and comfort to be so far from Edmond,
OK but still be able to see the program in
this foreign country.

We often talk about having the program in all television
markets of the United States, but this outreach is global by
radio, internet and in many countries, like the Bahamas, via
television. We had no idea the program was on a regular
weekly television transmission that far from the USA. Nearly
500,000 Souls live in the Bahamas and each week they have
the opportunity to watch and listen to the Gospel in its pure
form. We give God the praise for making this possible and
we are humbled by HIS great power!

This coming July, I will have completed 21 years with IN
SEARCH OF THE LORD’S WAY and it has literally zoomed
by. Before SEARCH, I had worked for 25 years with IBM
global services. At that time I was offered an early-retirement
package. After three months agonizing over what to do, my
father, Mack Lyon, called to talk with me about SEARCH.
Don Reneau, who managed the SEARCH office for many
years, had passed away three months earlier and his position
had to be filled. Dad asked me to come take a look at the job;
he said he wanted to put all that IBM training to work for the
Lord’s Kingdom. So, how could I not at least give it a try? |
will admit [ was fearful of personality conflicts between us
and there were a few problems, but we ironed most of these
out quickly. Dad told me on a couple of occasions “I am your
father and you are my son and nothing would or could ever
change that.” I love you Dad and I miss you!

Approximately four years after | began with SEARCH,
Mack and I collectively decided it was time to begin looking
for the eventual replacement for his part of the ministry. This
had to be someone seasoned and respected in the brotherhood
with a similar preaching style with which people had become
accustomed. So, working with the Elders of the Edmond
church and the SEARCH Trustees, our unanimous choice
was brother Phil Sanders.

Mack and Phil jointly presented the program for almost a
year and gradually Phil took on the entire production. This
method was well accepted by our viewership and support
base. Now in 2023, SEARCH has more than doubled in size
of outreach and held fast to the format on which the ministry
was founded. With God’s blessings and your prayerful
support, SEARCH will continue to reach out with the Gospel
to the world and edify the church in the same manner we
have since our beginning in 1980!
