1 ask, then, has God rejected his people? By no means! For I myself
am an Israelite, a descendant of Abraham, a member of the tribe
of Benjamin. God has not rejected his people whom he foreknew.

Do you not know what the Scripture says of
Elijah, how he appeals to God against Israel?

“Lord, they have killed your prophets, they have

demolished your altars, and I alone am left, and
they seek my life.”” But what is God s reply to

him? “I have kept for myself seven thousand men
who have not bowed the knee to Baal”
(Romans 11:2-4).

It is easy to become discouraged, as Elijah
did, when the number of Christians seem to be
shrinking. There is a core of God’s people, however, that have not
vanished. They still worship in person regularly at church. They
still baptize for the forgiveness of sins, take the Lord’s Supper
each Lord’s day, sing without instrumental accompaniment, retain
male leadership, and give generously.

While the total number of people who claim to be members of
the Lord’s church has declined, the core has remained as steady
and committed as ever. They aren’t declining, and many are in
the younger generations. When Judah in the days of Ezekiel and
Jeremiah compromised with the pagan nations surrounding them,
they still produced Daniel, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego,
who would not compromise.

The true gospel and authentic practice still attract souls to
the Lord. People still seek the Lord. God promised Judah and
promises us, “For I know the plans I have for you, declares the
LORD, plans for welfare and not for evil, to give you a future and
a hope. Then you will call upon me and come and pray to me, and
I will hear you. You will seek me and find me, when you seek me
with all your heart” (Jeremiah 29:11-13).

SPOTLIGHT

I have been asked on many occasions: “Do you think
SEARCH is effective?” The following letter came to
SEARCH via email last week:

“My name is Biff Eck and [ am
an elder at the Waurika Church of
Christ. I just wanted to send you a
note and let you know the results of
your ministry.

I have had a customer at my
store for many years that has
become a good friend to many in
our community especially since he
retired from the OK Highway Patrol several years ago.
He has never given any positive response to spiritual
discussions, even with one of our late preacher/elder,
to whom he was close. Another of our members that
drank coffee with him on a regular basis approached the
subject with him and got an ‘I’'m Good’ response.

March 13th, he came back to where I was and asked
if I wasn’t some officer in the Church, and didn’t I
have a swimming pool? I said yes that [ was an Elder
and yes I did have a pool. He said, ‘I guess you know
where I’'m going with this?” to which I replied ‘No.’
He said, ‘I think I need to be baptized and maybe this
summer when it warms up, maybe you could baptize
me in your pool.” He then told me that the day before,
he had listened to OUR program and the ‘Speaker’ (he
noted that we didn’t call him Reverend or Pastor) had
talked about baptism (Christian Baptism Part 1) and
then he listened to another program and it was about
baptism, and he couldn’t ever remember being baptized.
I remarked to him that we really didn’t need to wait
until summer, our baptistry at the church building was
always full and warm, so that when he wanted to, it was

; available. He said OK and then left. The next day, he
¢ returned and said “You know, we should probably do

¢ this sooner than later.” I told him I was ready anytime,
he just needed to let me know. He said OK, maybe

Saturday if not before. Wed through Friday he was in

the store, but never said anything more. Saturday came
¢ and I hadn’t heard from him, so I called him about 2pm
* and asked if he was still thinking about being baptized?

He said “Would you be willing to do it today??’ I said
yes if he was ready. He said he would call me back

in a few minutes. He went to ask his mostly invalid
wife if she was ok for a while, so he could meet me
and be baptized. She was elated!! He met me at the
building and along with our song leader, the one who
had tried to talk to him before, baptized him into Christ
on March 18. He thanked us both repeatedly for being

When I looked up the program to see exactly which
program he had listened to, I realized that this was a
repeat from 2011. How timely.
